STOP Sec. 9528 of the No Child Left Behind Act

Purpose: To inform and alert the educational and broader community
regarding the violation of student privacy in Section 9528 of the No Child Left
Behind Act of 2002.

Section 9528 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act provides military
recruiters with the name, address and phone number of secondary students unless
they sign and return an Opt Out form. The specific process at each school is
determined by each school district.

In the coming months the reauthorization of The No Child Left Behind Act
(ESEA) is being addressed. (Also an Opt- In Legislation, HR 1346 sponsored
by Mike Honda has recently been introduced. We support this legislation,
which would need the signature of President Bush for approval.)

We strongly oppose the philosophy and testing standards that the NCLB Act
imposes on students, which is an attempt to penalize and privatize the public
educational system.

Military recruitment DOES NOT BELONG in an educational law. Student
privacy has been violated. Students are not informed of their rights and most
school districts have not adequately informed students about this law. Demand
that Section 9528 be removed from the NCLB Act! (see text of Section 9528)
It is documented and reported that military recruiters have aggressively
contacted students, told them lies, misinformation and omitted facts in order to
meet their quotas.

School districts and officials often allow a militarized school climate, without
providing balance for nonmilitary options and the realities of enlisting into the
armed forces.

Action Plan:

1. Contact your teacher unions (local i.e. UTLA, state- CTA, national-AFT or
NEA) and request that union take a position to strike Section 9528 on their
reauthorization agenda.



2. Write to your congressperson and express your concern about Section 9528
and the military recruitment in our high schools (see sample letter attached)
Set up an appointment to talk with your congressperson.

4. Request that Section 9528 be addressed in any of the scheduled legislative
visits by organizations or individuals in the coming months regarding
NCLB, or the Iraq War.

5. Write letters to the editor in newspapers, school bulletins, web sites and
inform the public.

6. Whenever you hear discussions about NCLB- express your concern about
the military recruitment privacy provision. Get the word out!

One school I am very concerned about a number of components within NCLB, in
particular the AYP standard as regards EL (English Learner) populations,



educationally bland ‘teaching-to the test’ mandated curriculum, and Section 9528
of NCLB, which evaporates privacy protections for students to military recruiters
and allows military recruiters to patrol High School campuses. As with any
mandated Federal program, NCLB’s funding issues are also in need of scrutiny and
discussion. And, finally, the privatization measures inherent within NCLB’s
penalization of schools not meeting AYP needs to be analyzed and remedied.

While I am not sure we can discuss all of these issues, or even realize agreements
on any, I do feel I need to meet with my representatives to tell them of the
inadequacies, the incoherence, and the damage being done to students by certain
components within the existing legislation.

I have met in the past with your local staff but
would like to meet with you attending this time.
